One day a group of hunters seeking wild animals for the amphitheater stumbled upon Blaiseôs cave. 
They were first surprised and then frightened. The bishop was kneeling in prayer surrounded by patiently 
waiting wolves, lions and bears. The legend has it that as the hunters hauled Blaise off to prison, a  
mother came with her young son who had a fish bone lodged in his throat. At Blaiseôs command the 
child was able to cough up the bone. 

Four centuries give ample opportunity for fiction to creep in with fact. Who can be sure how accurate 
Blaiseôs biographer was? But biographical details are not essential. Blaise is seen as one more example of the 
power those have who give themselves entirely to Jesus. As Jesus told his apostles at the Last Supper, ñIf you 
remain in me and my words remain in you, ask for whatever you want and it will be done for youò (John 15:7). 
With faith we can follow the lead of the Church in asking for Blaiseôs protection. Fr. Valery will bless throats at the 
conclusion of all weekend Masses February 2 & 3.

Dear sisters and brothers, 

 

 The challenge for all of us is to hear the Gospel as though it were new every day. We get so used to hearing 

the stories about Jesus and the Gospel narratives that we can block them out from having any new meaning in our 

lives. It is almost as if we could hear Nehemiah telling us: lose your sacred scriptures for a while and you will        

appreciate them so much more when they are found once again. Many people joke about the convert to Christianity 

being much stronger than the person born into Christianity. The challenge is for us who have been practicing  

Christians for many years to keep alive the deepest meaning of our faith. That is only possible if we are not just 

“practicing Catholics” or “practicing Christians,” but women and men who strive to know the Lord personally and 

give the best of our energies to this personal encounter with God. 

 

 It is much easier simply to do what religion asks of us! But in the end, that is the end of our faith! When we 

are invited to have a personal relationship with God, we must spend time pursuing that relationship. In the Gospel 

we have this incredible scene of Jesus taking the Scriptures and telling the people: I will interpret them for you with 

authority! And He does! So much of our faith rests on being willing to accept the witness of those who walked and 

talked with Jesus and those who gave witness to what they had heard or seen. So often the stories that we receive 

from the Gospel writers are incredibly strong. Surely had there been a gross distortion of how Jesus lived, there 

would have been an outcry among the early followers of Jesus. There are other versions, of course, of the           

Scriptures, but even the early Church recognized that they did not reflect what had been seen and experienced by 

the early followers of Jesus. 

 

 The letter to the Corinthians expresses very clearly our normal human experience: I do not have all of the 

gifts of faith but when I relate with others, together we form a certain kind of wholeness. This is so important to  

remember today, when there are pressures on every side either to abandon faith entirely and to water it down or to 

be almost reactionary and insist on a complete rigidity of the tradition. 

 

 Instead we are invited to listen attentively to God’s Word, to receive as if it is the first time that we have 

heard it and believed it. Together with others who also believe, we can form deeply Christian communities that will 

be a leaven in our world, not only for Christians but for all who seek truth. Let us listen attentively to God’s Word!

Music Reinforces and Teaches Us About the Weekly Readings 
 

 We are now in the season of Ordinary Time and the Gospel readings tell us about Jesus’ Ministry. The second 

readings are from the epistles (letters) of I Corinthians written by Paul to the groups of people to whom he had previously 

preached and taught. His messages are Paul’s interpretation of Jesus’ teachings as they apply to the group of believers 

(church). 

 The readings of the Epistles for the last two weeks have told us about the organization of the church and outlines 

how each person plays an important role in the body of believers.  Basically, it says that the body (of the Church) is one 

(thing, concept, organization), although it’s made up of many parts (people). It is held together by the Spirit of Love. 

 The songs for each week are chosen because they teach and reinforce the concepts of that week’s readings. Check 

out  these songs: “We Are Many Parts” by Marty Haugen (page 583) and “They Will Know We Are Christians By Our 

Love” (page 582). Do you see how they connect with our recent readings? Can you think of other songs that teach and  

reinforce Paul’s message? 

 What other things can we see and experience in church that helps us to better understand the message of the week? 

Where do we see and experience “one body with many parts”? Let’s call that concept, “community”, for the purposes of 

this article. 

 How about music? Through music, we can build community. We bring people together in peace and harmony. I 

know it sounds trite, but it's exactly what we do. In a choir, we are creating friendships with each other as we sing              

together.  

 By singing in a choir, music becomes the conduit that brings us together in a very safe and equal                        

environment.  When we come together in song; everything else (about individual choir members) is irrelevant. 

We come together in worship, in song, in prayer, to learn and to worship God. The individuals of the choir are 

the parts and the song is the Spirit of Love. What part(s) do you play in the body of St. Mary’s Church?  

 St. Mary’s Church is one body made of many parts and our hearts all join together when we sing. The 

power of music can be magical and mysterious? Please join us as we “Sing a New Church Into Being” (page
